	Description of 

the Lesson


	What will students experience during the lesson? Give a brief description (abstract)    

During this lesson, the students will experience learning about the conflicts of the Middle East. The students will research several events and demonstrate to the class in any appropriate medium (oral presentation, role playing) what they learned that they will present to their peers.  their presentations will reinforce the major concepts and events of the wars in the Middle East, Post World War II.  There will be a lecture, a PowerPoint, and an independent practice activity to assess their retention the content. 

	Background Information
	What content will be taught? Report on the content.

The students will learn that many of the conflicts aroused as a result of independent nations wanting to remove foreign rule.  The creation of Israel will be reviewed and the students will understand that Palestine was occupied by the Arabs (Muslims) who claimed the land to be theirs and it was later declared the land of the Jews that survived the Holocaust.  This created much tension and the Jews were victorious, acquiring more land.  This was known as imperialism.  The students will discuss several other conflicts of the Middle East including the 1948 Arab-Israeli War, the Six Day War, the Yom Kippur War, the Suez Crisis, the Islamic Revolution in Iran, the Iran-Iraq War, the Persian Gulf War and the War in Afghanistan.  Each of these coflicts fall under the umbrella of imperialism.  The countries and states were trying to acquire more lands and gain influence in other areas.

The students will be motivated to participate in the lesson as they will receive points for their attentiveness and correct responses throughout the lesson.  The students will also answer the question "How do you keep yourself from getting discouraged after you fail at something?"

 The importance of this lesson will allow students to see that the conflicts that occurred decades ago in the Middle East still have connections and ties with the United States.  The US was involved decades before and now the US is involoved in the US to protect their interests.

The students will…

*Come in class and take a seat.

*Be given an open-ended, opinionated question to answer.  The question is "How do you keep yourself from getting discouraged after you fail at something?"

*Share their causes and effects of the Yom Kippur and Six Day wars.

*Engage in an interactive PowerPoint.

*Be given 5-7 minutes to prepare a brief presentation about something that they have learned today.

*Present to the class the event(s) they chose in a creative way.


	Student Diversity

The students are heterogeneously grouped so that they are able to gain insights from their peers.  the students will help each other to understand the conflicts and tensions of the middle east that lead to the wars.  Students that have acquired more knowledge that others can act as the group leader to assure that each of their groupmates have a clear understanding of the war that they are assigned.
