	Description of 

the Lesson


	What will students experience during the lesson? Give a brief description (abstract)    

The students and the teacher will work towards completeing the lesson of how nationalists acquired independence in Asian and African countries.  The students will learn about key leaders Mohandas Ghandi and Nelson Mandela.  Each of these leaders were essential in fighting for the independence of the countries.  The students will identify and analyze the conflicts between the Muslims and the Hindus.  The main concept will be that these countries wanted to free themselves of foreign rule like other Middle Eastern countries.  There were many conflicts that arouse as a result of the countries trying to gain independence.  African slavery, aparteid, will also be addressed.

	Background Information
	What content will be taught? Report on the content.

The students will learn about Nationalist movements in Asian and African countries and how independence was achieved in both regions. The nationalist movement in both India and Africa gained strength after WWI but the conflict between the Hindus and Muslims created an obstacle to independence from the British. Many African colonies wanted to free themselves from

European rule and African leaders emerged to lead the independence movements. Ghana was the first African country to receive independence in 1957. The students will learn about other countries and their move towards independence from foreign rule.

	Pre-assessment
	How will I find out what students already know about this topic?  When will this occur?
The studemts will discuss India and the conflict between Hindus and Muslims.  They will speak about the leader of the independence movement in India.

	Motivation
	What will I do to make a connection between students and this lesson?

The students will be motivated to demonstrate their knowledge by playing a jeopardy game to reinforce the content that was taught on the nationalist and independence movements in Asia and Africa,

	Statement of Purpose
	What will I say to explain the importance of learning this lesson?

The students will understand the importance of this lesson by linking it to conflicts that are currently taking place in the Middle East.  The students will recognize that the conflicts between different religions was present decades before and they will be able to analyze other conflicts that they have witnessed in the news.  The students will use problem-solving strategies to determine if they would have changed in actions or causes that led to the conflicts in the Middle East.

	Procedure
	Step by step and in detail, how will the lesson proceed? How much time will I devote to each step?

The students will…

*review the information addressed on yesterday.

*review several slides from the PowerPoint presentation.

*ask any questions necessary for clarity.

*take an assessment, created by the school, on the indicators covered this week.

*create groups to play jeopardy on indicators 7-6.3 and 7-6.4.


	Student Diversity
	How will I address the needs of students who have already mastered the content? What other student differences will I accommodate in this lesson and how will I accomplish this? Be specific. 

The students are heterogeneously grouped so that they are able to gain insights from their peers.  the students will help each other to understand the conflicts and tensions of the middle east that lead to the wars.  Students that have acquired more knowledge that others can act as the group leader to assure that each of their groupmates have a clear understanding of the war that they are assigned.

	Closure
	How will I conclude the lesson and relate it to future experiences?

This lesson will be concluded with an informal assessment, the jeopardy game.  the students will answer several questions to ensure mastery of the material.  The students will be able to use the concepts taught to relate to several current events that are discussed as they arise in class.

	Extension Activities
	What can students do at home or in the classroom to apply the knowledge or skills?

The students will view the news and make analyses of the conflicts that are currently happening in the Middle East.  The students will compare and contrast the current and past events.

	Technology

Technology will be used to aid the visual learners.  The teacher will use the computer and the promethean board so that the students can be informally assessed through questioning.  The students will also be able to gain a greater sense of geography, through the use of maps.

The students worked diligently to complete their assessment.  When it was time to play the jeopardy review game, they were enthusiastic and answered 90 percent of the questions asked correctly.

The students used their notes as a reference to make sure that the information they comprehended was correct.  During the assessment, the students were confident because the information had been covered throughout the week.

	Weaknesses

There was not enough time to complete all of the lesson.  The assessment created by the school took longer than expected.  As a result, the students only had about 7 minutes to answer questions from the jeopardy game.

Some of the students took longer than others to complete their assessement.  Those students that finished early were instructed to read their notes and textbook to review.
