the Lesson


	What will students experience during the lesson? Give a brief description (abstract)    

The students will experience the evolution and increase in technology during the 20th Century.  The students will be able to recover technology inventions that were created during other events that were studied (i.e sputnik in Cold War).  The students will identify the major technologies and speak about how they feel the technology helps or hinders society.  the students will list the pros and cons of technology in society.  Global interdependence will be connected to the information/technological Revolution.  The students will understand how new technologies aided each of the nations to communicate, create businesses abroad, and trade fairly.  Each country specialized in something that they could trade and they would receive other goods from other nation (i.e oil).  The students will discover that when conflicts occur, global interdependence may be affected, drastically (i.e oil embargo)

	Background Information
	What content will be taught? Report on the content.

Advances in science and technology became especially intense during the Cold War era.  In the race for space, the Soviets launched Sputnik in 1957. This was followed by the initiation of a US space program and an increased interest in science and math education that culminated in the first US lunar landing in 1969.  Beginning in the 1950s, the television became the primary source by which people throughout the world gain access to up-to-date news and global events. Since the launching of the first satellites, these instruments have been used to increase worldwide communication. Computers once were bulky, room-sized machines that were difficult to use. Now, some are as small as the palm of one’s hand and do the work once done by several other machines.  

Global communication has been enhanced because of the miniaturization of the computer. The development of the silicon chip allowed computers to hold millions of microscopic circuits. Industries soon began to use computers and silicon chips to run assembly lines.  Technological advances in manufacturing have reduced the need for factory workers. However, the advances in global communications have increased the demand for information industries, such as market research, financial services, and communication services.  trade agreements call for free trade, such as the European Economic Community, now known as the European Union, and the North American Free Trade Agreement (NAFTA). The European Union promotes economic cooperation among its members. NAFTA, created in 1994, eliminated tariffs and trade barriers among the United States, Canada, and Mexico.  The OPEC has a great effect on global economic interdependence as a result of restricting oil.

	Pre-assessment

	Statement of Purpose
	What will I say to explain the importance of learning this lesson?

This lesson is important because the students will learn when the technologies they use now were invented and how goods and services, including technology, are traded.  The students will understand that the technologies that we use are made in-part by other nations.  This is directly related to global interdependence.  The countries depend on countries other than themselves for goods and services.  With positive cooperation, the economies of cooperating nations are stable and successful.

*complete an activity on listing the Pros and Cons of having new technology.

*answer a second question, “Is it important to be able to depend on someone and have someone depend on you? “

*continue the PowerPoint and answer the questions incorporated in the PowerPoint

*plan their infomercial.  The students will pick a country and persuade another country to provide them goods or services or receive goods or services from a country.

*present their infomercial.


	Student Diversity

The students are heterogeneously grouped so that they are able to gain insights from their peers.  The students will help each other to understand the impact of new technology and global economic interdependence.
